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Ayurveda: Ancient History Of Indian Medicine.

The history of Indian medicine is deeply rooted in its culture. The earlier concepts
can be found in the 'vedas", specially in 'Atharva vada'. According to Indian
mythology, the system of medicine called Ayurveda, was received by Sages
named Dhanvantari and Bharadwaja from the God Bramha. Dhanvantari became
the patron saint of Surgery and Bharadwaja became the patron saint of medicine.

‘Ayurveda’ means The Science of Life'. It is a sanskrit word. —and consists of
two root words— ;Ayur' meaning 'life' and 'veda' mean 'knowledge'. The origin of
Ayurveda can be foundin apx. 5000BC.

In Ayurveda, we find 8 divisions of Ayurveds—

i) The internal medicinal therapy was known as 'kayachikitsa'.
ii) Surgery of head and neck was called 'Salakya Tantra'.

iii) Surgery in general was known as 'Shalya tantra;.

iv) Agada Tantra'isnow known as toxicology.

v} BhutaVidya'is related to modern psychiatry.

vi) Anti ageing or Gerontology was known as 'Rasayana’.

vii)  Thescience offertilityis'vajkarana'in Ayurveda.

viii)  Pediatrictheorywas known as 'koumarabhrity'.

Maharshi Atreya is acknowledged as the first great Indian Physician and
teacher. According to legend, and some historical contexts, he learnt Ayurveda
from Bharadwaja. His system of Ayurveda has been transferred into modernday
Ayurvedic therapy. There was another person who was the master surgeon of
ancient India and his name was Sushruta. According to myth, he gained his
knowledge of surgery from Rishi Dhanvantari. All of his ideologies and methods
are recorded in 'Sushruta Samhita' . There was another person who became
famous for his studiesinanatomy and surgery. His name was Charaka, Charaka re-
edited Agnivesa Samhita as 'Charaka Sambhita’ in 200 AD. (Agnivesa was one of
the 6 students of Atreya). Charaka Samhita deals with concept of physiology and
anatomy.

Many of the later writings on Indian medicine — were based on the works of
Charaka and Sushruta, Hindu medicinal theories are as ancient as hindu
civilisation and culture. The ayurvedic theories of ancient hindu sages and
physician are the source of modern medicinal discoveries. Therefore their
contributions in the medical history of the whole world will always remain on top.

How amazing it is that in the entire animal kingdom, male sea-horses (and
their close relatives like pipefish) are the only males that undergo pregnancy and
give birth.

The Amazon Wildlife

The year 2019 saw the worst fires to hit the Amazon basin for over adecade. Ina
time where environmental issues are becoming increasingly political, the
Amazon wildfires have become an incendiary topic that garnered much attention
on the international stage.The intense media coverage and public condemnation
from foreign powers and environmental agencies have only helped to add fuel to
thefire, soto speak.

Environment: The Amazon brome spans approximately 6.7 million square
kilometers, which is twice the size of India. The basin is shared by eight countries
(Brazil, Bolivia, Peru, Equador, Colombia, Venezuela, Guyana and Suriname), as
well as the overseas territory of French Guiana. Approximately 60% of the
Amazon Basin is located within Brazil, and thus the political situation in Brazil has
alargeimpactontheregion.
if Amazon burns; Will the world run out of oxygen? Whilst the Amazon is the
largest tropical rainforest in the world, according to more than 50% of the global
tropical rainforest, the oft-repeated claimed that the Amazon rainforest produces
20% of our planet's oxygen is based on a misunderstanding. In fact, nearly all the
Earth's breathable oxygen originated in the oceans, and there is enough of it to
last for millions of years. There are many reasons to be appalled by this year's
Amazon fires, but depleting Earth's oxygen supplyis not one of them.

How can there be fires in a rainforest? Despite the name rainforest, the
Amazon rainforest does have a dry season. However, this dry season still has a lot
of water, just markedly less than the wet season which sees daily monsoon occur.
That being said, most fires within the Amazon tropical rainforest are
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anthropogenic (human made) as opposed to biogenic(natural). These can be for
many other reasons, such as illegal logging, deforestation efforts, agricultural
burning etc.

Political influence in Amazonian fires: the politics of rainforest has been
intense for many years, encompassing issues such as the destruction of rubber
plantation for the growth of livestock, environmental activism in the 1980s"which
culminated in the murder of Chico Mendes, and the decimation of the
indegenous population. For more than a century, a series of Brazilian
governments have sought to move into the country's interior, devoloplng the
Amazon. The original plan was known as Operation Amazon, the plan created
during the military government envisioned integrating the territory into Brazil
through building roads and developing agricultural and cooperate enterprises.

Jair Bolsonaro, the new president that was sworninason 1st January,2019,
had similar plan to develop the country's interior. Bolsonaro is a supporter of
agribusiness and had come out strongly against several agencies and foreign
nations aiming to safeguard the Amazon rainforest. He had said he would not
tolerate the agenda of the World Wildlife Fund(WWF) and had come out strongly
against land reserved by indigenous tribes.

As you can imagine, all these pro- business rhetoric has negative impacts on
the environment. On top of that, Bolsonaro cut funding to the Brazilian
Environmental agency, resulting in a lack of resources for effectively regulating
the interior. These events subsequently led to the large-scale unregulated
burning of forests in August, 2019 that caught the attention of the world.
Bolsonaro initially rejected the attention from the media and foreign powers,
claiming that the reports of fires were sensationalist. However, after mounting
international pressure at the 45th G7 summit, where he was threatened by the
loss of an EU- Mercosur free trade agreement, Bolsonaro dispatched over 40,000
troops to the interiorto fight fires.

Despite the fact that this problem was resolved, it is unlikely that this is the
last we will hear of the story, with the president set to be in power for several more
years.
