Plastic waste is a big issue today. Cities, towns, villages everywhere there is plastics thrown sl
over. In the year 2015 World produced 448 million tonnes of plastic, China makes the lares
amount of plastic, followed by North America and Europe. Over 35% of the plastic produced s
used for packaging water bottles!

A study by Jenna Jambeck of University of Georgia calculates that of the 9.1 billion tonnes of
plastic produced, nearly 7 billion tones are no longer used. That only 9% got recycled and another
12% was incinerated, leaving 5.5 billion tones of it being dumped as waste on land and in vt
And more than 8 million tones of plastic enter the oceans every year, accumulating in five gt
garbage patches around the planet. Food chain is affected mostly by the problem of plastic, llo*®
the world. Sea turtles are killed by the amount of rubbish and so is affected the wild life.

Cryptocurrency : A new age Medium
Dr. Ranita Banerjce

\ll of us have heard the saying "what money can't buy," Every individual uses money in their day-
w-day life, at every moment, for every activity. "Currency” is the most liquid form of money,
which acts as a medium to fulfill our desires and satisfy our wants.Currency in its metallic or paper
form acts asa storehouse of purchasing power. But as the world is transforming into cashless entity
alongwith the policies of demonetization is showing us the way to e-currency. In modern times, we
are accustormed with a new form of currency-Cryptocurrency, which exists in a digital or virtual
form, In present times more than 9,000 crypto-currencies exist (Ethereum, Litecoin, Tether,
Dogecoin, Polygon, Solana and Ripple) but the foremost among these was Bitcoin, which was
started in 2009. This currency has some useful features as transferability with ease, privacy (as no
personal or financial information is to be shared with third party), security (provided by
blockchain technology), portability, transparency (manipulation in transaction process is
impossible), and irreversibility of payments.

Cryptocurrency functions as a medium of exchange through the use of computer network
system. It is different from normal currency in that authorization from government or banks is not
required for it to function. It works without an issuing or regulating authority backing it up or
providing it status of legal tender. As the bank deposits of an individual are recorded in their pass
books, similarly a digital ledger o~ 2 computerized database holds the coin ownership information
every time an individual purcha- . or gains ownership of such currency in the form of digital
entries. This database has strong ~~vptography for security reasons and protecting it against any
digital frauds. It maintains systematic records of transaction made by individuals, creates new e-
currencies, and also checks upon each and every ownership transfer, The database works
independently without any bank monitoring or verifying of its transactions.

Cryptocurrency is usually stored in digital wallets and can be transferred between such wallets
through transferring of the currency data. These wallets can be either hot wallet using online
software or cold wallet which uses hardware, As this process uses encryption for securify hence is
the name. Cryptocurrency transactions works through blockchain (which is actually a record of all
transactions by crypto holders) and mining (which is a process of currency creation) processes.
Individuals can buy this currency from traditional brokers who buy and sell financial assets. There
are also some crytocurrency exchanges where an individual can purchase the same.
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Water Characteristics Paschim Bardhaman District

The drainage characteristic in the Paschim Barddhaman district includes the Ajay anq i
wributaries in the north and the Damodar and its branches in the south-west. Besides, there 4,
innumerable old beds of riversall over the area.

The Damodar the sacred river of the Santhals, rises in the Chota Nagpur watershed and, afer
southeasterly course of about 350 miles, falls into the Hooghly just above the ill-famed "Jume
and Mary Sands", a shoal which it has helped to deposit at its mouth. Together with its tributaries,
it forms the great line of drainage of the country stretching north-west from Calcutta to the fringe
of the Central Indian plateau. The river first touches upon the Barddhaman district at its junction
with the Barakar a few miles soutl ol the Barakar police station. It then flows in a southeasterly
directin, past Raniganj and Andal forming the boundary between Burdwan and Bankura for about
45 miles, and enters the districtnear Khandaghosh.

The Barakar, though not properly speaking ariver a Burdwan, flows for some 5 milesalong s
northwestern boundary before its junction with the Damodar and separates the district from
Manbhum. At Barakar, it is spanned by the bridge which carries the Grand Trunk Road and by the
railway bridge constructed for the Grand Chord line of the Eastern Railway.

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HOW CLIMATE CHANGE CAN BF DEVASTATING FOR CITIES

FXTREME HEAT:Because of pollution and heat from buildings, cities are usually
at a higher temperature thlnn rural areas. Recent studies show that a global
increase of temperature of 2 degrees can result in g tlemperature increase of 4-5
degrees in the cities,

FLOODING:When added to poorly designed infrastructure, heavy rains can
cause serious and lif-:-lhreatening floods.

DROUGHT:Because of the higher temperature and pollution, cities are likely to
get less frequent rainfall. This can lead to droughts, with long gaps between
heavy spells of rains. So future cities can be severely waler-stressed.

DISEASE OUTBREAKS: Increase in heat can create conditions for growth of
bacteria, virus and other parasites. Frequent flooding can help mosquitoes and
other insects to breed, increasing probability of disease outbreaks.
