are some plants that eat insects, Sundew or Drocera is one such species of plant. Afler the
hight-producing Gungos, this tme the msect eating plant Survashishic or sundew was found
n the forest of Sonamukhi in Bankura. They grow in the Amaezon: Although this plant is not
rare in this state, it is found in 2 fow placey. The forest department has been shaken by the
sighting of the tree in the forest near Narayanpur village of Sonamukhi biock of Rankura
district.

Plants usually make their own food through photosynthesis. However, there are some
plants thut eat insects. A small number of sundews ure seen in some places in Birbhum. This
time, Bankura has also been added 1o that list, Aceording to local sources, Jocals saw
sunidew ind place in the forest pewr Narayvanpur village, Seeing the special character of the
plant. they mlommed the forest depariment. Forest department oflwcials went bo the place
und identified the planiz os sundews. The Oowers of such an exceptional plant are also
extraordinary. If the swareness of the locals about this plant increases, evervone will try to
protect the plants. Drosera or sundews are one of the largest genera of Carnivarous plant
with atleast 194 species. They eat inzects to supplement their diet, The sticky hairs on their
leaves trap insects and the plants fentacles coil around the prev o eat if. The plant then
produces digestive enzvines 1o breakdown the insects. Sundews are threatened or
endungered due Lo habitat loss from agriculture mining and other human activitics.

The seientilic name of the sundew is Droscra. This plant mainly grows in arcas with dry
laterite soil. They thrive in seils where nitrogen levels are very low, There arce several trunk-
like parts around this plant, Tnsecis and Moths are attractod o the attractive flowers and go
towards the plant, Then they get sk in the sticky port on the plant, The plant collects the
necessary nutrients from the body of the moth through the trunk. Regarding the sighting of
the sundew plant, the state’s Chief Forester (Central Circle) 5. Kulandivel said, "This tree 15
seen growing in some places in Birbhum district. Such trees were also seen once in the
Shushunia hills of Bankura disrict. This time they were also seen in the forests of
Somamukhe. They canmor swrvive in the pestures of domeste animals. Therefore,
surveillunce will be carried out in the ares where those trees were seen in the forests of
Somamulchi. He urged the locals to alse come forwand to protect the rees.”

The United Nations World Food Programme
defines faming oz o sifieation where there is widsspread malnutrition and when people are
beginning to perish from starvation a8 they are unable w ger enough nourishing food (Wikipedia,
20245 Although famine 15 a natural disaster. but its covses go well bevond environmental
catasirophes, By cxamining the accessibility and spatial distribution of resources, economic
goographers conclude that Famine can be cavsed by humans and suggest potential remedies for
hunger (Kumbhar, 2024}, Some ol the pofable fmings of Tndia are Bengal Famine of 1943, Bihar
Famine of 1873, Orissa Famine of [868, Agra Famine of 1837, Skull Famine of 1791, Chaliza
Famine of 1783, Great Bengal Famine of 1770, Deccan Famine of 1630 (ByILs, 2024).

In India, facing false legal accusations can be an overwhelming and devastating experience.
For a husband, dealing with wrongful allegations can result not only in legal battles but also
in a profound psychological crisis. When accusations are false, particularly in the context of
domestic disputes or harassment, the emotional toll can be unbearable. The stigma associated
with such cases, compounded by the weight of societal pressures, can push individuals into
severe emotional distress, sometimes leading to thoughts of suicide.

The Emotional and Psychological Impact of False Accusations

In India, societal norms place immense pressure on individuals to maintain their reputation,
particularly within the family structure. When a husband is falsely accused of offenses like
domestic violence, dowry harassment, or sexual misconduct, it can severely tarnish his social
standing, leading to feelings of shame, guilt, and helplessness. The personal and family
reputation can be damaged beyond repair, causing emotional turmoil that extends to the
accused's family as well.

False accusations, especially in cases under laws like the Protection of Women from
Domestic Violence Act, 2005 (PWDVA), or Section 498A of the Indian Penal Code (IPC)
concerning dowry harassment, can turn a husband's life upside down. These laws, while
well-intended to protect women from abuse and violence, have sometimes been misused,
leading to wrongful accusations that cause irreparable harm to the accused.

Organcid intellipence {O1) s anemerging and revolutionary ficldof stady in computer
science and biology o perform cognitive tasks by using the 3D cultures of human
brain cellsand brain-machine intertace technologies. These 3D brain organoid models
are created from pluripotent stem cellsto create biological hardware for nexi-
generation biocomputers, Bram organowds grow in culture dishes, and over time it
develops layers and complex patterns similar to those of a human brain. 01 seeks to use
those lab-grown cerebral organoids to serve as "biological hardware.” Scientists hope
that such organoids can provide faster, more efficient, and more powerful computing
power than regular silicon-based computing and artificial intelligence] AT). The idea is
to integrate brain organcids with a computational system to create a hybrd form of
artificial intellipence to create a more adaptive, flexible, and efficient AL system.Ols
can potentizlly tackle more power than cumrent computers. Organoid systems
integrated with arificial intelligence have advanced diseasemodeling and drug
development ability, Brain-inspired computing hardware aims o simulate the
strscture and functional principles of the brain and could be used 1o address curmrent
linsiations in artificial intelligence lechnologies. However, brain-inspired silicon
chips are still [imited in their ability to fully mimic brain function, as most cxamples
are built on digital electrome principles,

Ol research currently offers the potential to improve the understanding of brain
development, learming, and memory, potentially finding treatments for neurological
disorders such as dementia, and helps to study how diseases like Alzheimer's,
Parkinzon's, or Schizophrenia affect brain networks. Moreover, as the technology
matures, organoid ntelligence could lead to powerful biocomputing systems with
applications across a wide range of ficlds, including medicine. artificial intelligence
and neuroscience.

Recent Attacks on Hindus in Bangladesh: A Growing Concern

In recent years, there has been a trovhling fse in incidents of violence and sttacks
against Hindus in Banglsdesh. These sttacks often occur during petiods of beightened
political instability, religious extremism, or social tension. The incidents retlect desper
isspes of religious intederance, identity polifics, and scclanapism that threaten the
fragile social fabric of the country.

I. 2021 Darga Puja Violence
Ome of the most significant and disturbing episodes of violence agamst Hindus in
RBangladesh oocurred in Oeicher 2021 during the Durga Puja festival, a major Hinduo
religivus event in the country. The vioknce erupted a ter rumors spread that o Qruran had
heen desecrated ina Durga Puja venue in Comilla, a dismict in southeasterm Bangladesh,

Following the rmamors, mebs of radical Muslims wenton a rampage. attacking
Hindu temples, homes, and shops aerosy the country, Repors mdicated that deeens of
Hindu temples were vandalized and an least fve people were Killed. The violence spread
to vanous districts, including Feni, Chattogram, and Neakhali, where Hindu homes
were loted and burned, o some places, enlire communities were [oreed to ee o
escape the wrath of the mob. This series of attacks was one of the lergest meidents of
violence against Hindus in Bangladesh in recent memory,

Despite the widespread destruction. the police were criticized for ther failure
o aet swillly or decisively to proteet the Hindw population, Some reponts suggested that
local police forces were either complicit or slow in responding to the violence, which
further exacerbared the situation

The antack in 2021 sparked both domestic and micmational outrage. Human nghts

organizations, such as Amnesny International and Human Rigltz Watch, condemned the
vialence and called on the Bangladeshi government to take stronger measures to protect
religious minoritics, While the government eondemaned the auacks, critics argued that
such incidents were becoming increasingly common, pointing to a brosder pattern of
relighous infoierance inthe conntry




1. 201 6-2019 Atiacks on Hindu Temples and Individuals

Anpther wave of attacks on Hindus occurred berween 20016 and 2009, which included vialens
assaults on temples, Hindu festivals, and individuals, One of the mare notable evenis during
this period was the attack on the ISKCON temple in Bagerhat in 2006, A group of radical
Iskarmists attacked the temple, damaging statees and idolz of Hindu deities, This incident was
part of a broader patfern of violence that saw numerois Hindu religions sitez targeted for
vandzlism,

In 2019, during the Durga Puja celebrations, more than 20 Hindu temples were
vandalized, and several people were injured in attzcks in different regions of Bangladesh.
Many ot these incidents were carried out by extremist groups who viewed such festivals as
symbals ot religious “othermess™ in a predominanthy Muslim society.

In some cases, individual Hindus heve also been targeted, In 2016, Bangladesh Hmgu
temple pricst. Swapan Kumar Saha, was brutally murdered in the temple premises., allegediy
by radical stamic militunts. His killing was a part of a larger end of attacks on seculur
mitcllectuals und minonties in the country, particularly those with connections to Hmdu
religsious pructices or cultursl symbols,

According 1o the Investigmion conducted by ProthomAle comrespondents across 64
districts and 67 wpazilas botween 5-20 August 2024, 1,068 attacks on the minorily
cormmunily vceurred in 49 disinets. The majority ofthe attacks occurred in the soulhwesiern
division of Khulna, where at least 295 homes and businesses belonging o minorily
communities were destroved, In addition, 219 strectures were damaged in Kangpur, 182 in
Mymmensingh, 1535 m Rajshahi, 79 in Dhaka, 68 in Barishal. 45 in Chattograe, and 23 in
syvlhet. The extent of the damage varicd, with somc arcas experiencing severe desinaction,
while athers susiained less significant karm, Two mermbers of the Thinde community were
killed in the violence, and a total of 9131 attacks were docwmentad, Of these, in at least 506
cazes, the victims were affiliated with Awami League

L Rising Infolerance and Political Tensions
The ineresse inottacks on Hindus has been hoked o nsmg religious intelenmee, the politcal
clomate, and the growing influence of Islamist grovps in Bangladesh. Pehtical purhes like the
Jumaat=g-lslami and other nght-wing [slamist groups have wsed religiows thetonc o rally
supporl, wnd their influencs has been a Grctor in the morginalizaion ol religious minorities.
During fimes of political 1ension, sech as election periods or when there are protests
against the government, religious minorities like Hindus ofien become easy targets. For
instance, during the 20013 Shahbagh Movement protests, which called for harsher
panishments for those acensed of war crimes during the 1971 Liberation War, attacks agains:
Hindus were reported, These attacks were partly fueled hy the perception that Hindus were
more likely w suppent the secular government or the pro-independence forces of 1971, which
were seen as enemies by Islamist political groups,

4. So¢ial Media and Religivus Extremism

The role of social medin has dalse been significant in amplifying religious extremism in
Bangladesh, In many instances, fake news or inflammatory content about religious symb-ols
o7 figures is circulated onlive, sparking communal viclence, The spread of misinformation
about alleged insuhs w Islam or desecestions of the Quran his led 1o mob violence targeting
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Hindus, particularly during religious festivals like Durga Puja.
For instance, in the 2021 Durga Pejs incident, false claims about the desecration
of the Quran were spread rupidly on social media, which then mggered the vielenl
prodests, These digital platforms have become a twol for radicalization and
mohilization, making 1t more difficult for authorities o prevent such outbreaks of
viglence,

5. Stare Response and International Reactions

The response firom the Bangladeshi government o these atfacks has been mixed, While
the govermment has publicly condemned the violence amd arvested some of the
perpetratorns, crtcs argue that suihorities kave notdone enougzh to prevent such anacks
or bring jusiice to e victims, In parmcular, human rights organizations have pomted
out that these zetz of vielence often go unpusnished. and the perpetraters are rarely
brought to trial,

Moreover, while the government of Bangladesh insists that i is
commitied o maintaining religious harmony and ensuring the protection of minorities,
there is & growing perception thet refigious minorities, including Hindus, are not
sufficiently protected from violence, especially in rural arcas where extremist groups
have a stronger foothold,

Internationully, there has been widespread conderrmation of the violence, with
culls fir Bangladesh to do more to protect its minomty commumities. The United
Mations and vanous human dghts orgamizations have urged Bangladesh to ophold i
secular constitution and ensure equal nghts for all religious communities.

Conclusion

The recent attecks on Hindus in Bangladesh underscore u deeper issue of religious
intolerance and the challenges of maintaining religious freedom in a pelitically velatile
and socially fragmented environment. While the majority of Bangladeshis continue to
live peacetully alongside people of ditferent faiths, the rise in violent meidents apainst
Hindus and other rehigious minorities highlights the need for urgent reforms 1o
safesuard the rights and security of these communities. The government. civil society,
and religious lewders must work together to combat extremism, promote toletance, md
privect the rights of religious minorities. Ensuring justice for victims of religious
violenee and holding perpetrators accountable 15 crucial to fostenmge a more melusive
and peaseful society in Bangladesh.
